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Course Description

This intensive short course is an introduction to the tropical forest
systems. Students will gain an insight into the whole ecology systems.
They are exposed to experiential learning in different setting such
as primary forest, mangroves, mountain and coastal habitats.
Students will have practical studies or research projects for each
field locations namely Kampong Peta, Endau Rompin National Park,
Gunung Ledang, Desaru Coastal Belt and Tanjung Piai which is the
southernmost point of the Asian continent. Tanjung Piai is one of
the largest mangrove habitats in the world. It is home to many rare
and endangered species.
Students will be able to experience some conservation projects,
the uniqueness of the tropical flora and fauna and interact with
the Jakun, an aboriginal tribe of the Proto-Malay ethnic group.
Students are required to conduct studies on some aspects of each
habitat. Outdoor field work will be conducted by experienced
field scientists and staff of the Johor National Park.

SCUBA DIVING

Course Description

Designed for beginners who would like to try scuba diving, the
course offers basic theory and pool instruction. This course will
give the students all the requisite knowledge and skills to make
their diving safe and fun.  There will be video sessions before or
after every classroom modules. The student diver’s level of mastery
in standardized knowledge is reviewed by scuba instructor. Practical
skills mastery is obtained through confined water training (pools or
relative shallow water) and performance evaluations in open water.
The course covers five modules of knowledge development and
five modules of skills development (confined-water or pool). Students
are also trained on open-water diving.
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They have to sit for four quizzes and one final exam.  Full scuba
equipment and PADI training materials are provided. Upon completion
of the course,, successful students will be awarded with a special-
worldwide PADI certification card.  The Professional Association of
Diving Instructors (PADI) is the world’s largest recreational diving
membership and diver training organization founded in 1966 by
John Cronin and Ralph Erikson.
